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Oshamambe was established in the Edo period as a rest-point approximately
halfway along the road between Sapporo and Hakodate. The Tsugaru Strait
is well-known as a natural border for flora and fauna between Honshu and
Hokkaido called the Blakiston Line. Oshamambe though, is known as the
border between the characteristic flora of the North and South.

The New Hakodate Hokuto Station is scheduled to open on March 26, 2016,
extending the JR Hokkaido Shinkansen train line across the Tsugaru Strait.
Oshamambe is only an hour away at the nexus of the Hakodate and Muroran
train lines and soon to be home to the Oshamambe Shinkansen Station as the
line extends towards Sapporo. From south to north and vice versa, Oshamambe
is the gateway to wondrous travel adventures.

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Kick back, relax. One of the town’s main drawcards is the “Oshamambe Hot
Spring”. The waters gushing from the main spring are known for giving a silky
touch to the skin as they warm you to the core. The simple accommodations
can be enjoyed by singles, couples and groups alike. The Futamata Radium
Hot Spring in the Omine area draws visitors from around the country for the
beauty and renowned healing properties of the calcareous sinter dome.

Dining is yet another side of Oshamambe’s appeal, the horsehair crab being
a famous delicacy of the region. The town’s centralized location on the coast

of Funka Bay means a steady supply of fresh seafood for the delicious cuisine
on offer at the hot-spring lodgings and the stores lining the “drive-in” area.
